SNAP Assessment

S- Assets, resources, natural positives i.e.- supportive family/friends, self-help/support groups, churches, etc.

N-  liabilities, weaknesses and what person may need to recover

A-  skills, talents, aptitudes,  capabilities and competencies

P-  things that the person served feel may enhance their treatment experience.

These must be present in the assessment(s), treatment plan and transition/discharge summaries.
